A. Instruction: In the United States and Russia
· Taught for 33 years in Science, Technology and Society at Roberts Wesleyan College (NY) a course required of second year college students. The course which had 200 students per year was designed to integrate key issues of science and technology with Christian faith.

· Taught for 30 years two courses for Biology majors which considered almost exclusively key issues of science and Christian faith.

· Organized the Roberts Wesleyan College Cultural Life Committee's Lecture series which, over a period of 25 years included 200-250 guest lecturers and a significant number of issues of science and Christian faith.

· Presented a 60-hour series of lectures on science and Christian faith at an undergraduate- level Russian seminary.

· Presented lectures on science and Christian faith in several churches in the Rochester, NY area.
· Helped to organize and implement the annual The Barnes Symposium of Science and Christian Faith, an endowed program designed to bring to the Roberts Wesleyan College/Northeastern Seminary campus a Christian scholar to present lectures on key issues of science and faith.
