5. Icehouse 
e.___ Has water under it.

1. Lake 

a.___ 20 acres; greatest depth 8’-10’ in various areas.

2. Vernal pond 
b.___ Next to the basketball court. 
3. Pond

c.___ Water flows up from ground. 
4. Upper pond
d.___ Dries up in summer, great for reptiles and amphibians such as frogs.

5. Springs

e.___ 1 acre; greatest depth 8’ near dam.

1. Stone wall 
a.___ Southern boundary of arboretum.
2. Glacier 

b.___ Sandstone made from sand; shale made from mud.
3. Camp 

c.___ 276 acres of forest, ponds, and the lake.
4. Rocks 

d.___ Formed the hills and valleys, ledges, and wetlands of CT. 
5. Forest

e.___ Northern hardwood - maples, oaks, beach, white ash, and birches.

1. White pine 
a.___ Leaf is the symbol of the Toronto hockey team.
2. Hemlock

b.___ Most common evergreen at CT, short needles, small cones.
3. Sugar maple
c.___ Evergreen in outfield of ballfield, has clusters of five needles.
4. Beech

d.___ Its reddish wood is used to make furniture and floors.
5. Cherry

e.___ Has smooth gray bark. 
G. Trees and Bushes II
1. Ash 

a.___ Most popular with bears, along red trail. 
2. Basswood
b.___ Very large leaves, soft wood, bees use flowers to make honey.

3. Red maple
c.___ Used to make handles and major league baseball bats. 
4. Huckleberry
d.___ Maple leaf with many small saw-tooth notches; red in fall.
5. Blackberry
e.___ Camp’s most popular bush.
H. Fish, Amphibians, & Reptiles 
1. Sunfish 

a.___ Black 6” shell with red stripes along sides, yellow stripes on head. 
2. Bass

b.___ The most common fish that kids can catch with a hook or net.
3. Bull frog

c.___ Very low voice, croaking sound, 6 inches long.
4. Spring peeper
d.___ Orange/red body with black spots 3-5” long, found along camp trails. 
5. Salamander 
e.___ Thousands of them make a beautiful chorus a few weeks each year.
6. Painted turtle
f.___ As long as a pickerel, is easier to eat and thicker.
I. Birds

1. Bald Eagle 
a.___ Large black body and wings, sometimes flies in groups.
2. Blue heron
b.___ Duck with several colors of feathers, often swims in pairs.
3. Canada goose 
c.___ Large bird which swims in pairs or groups in the lake and pond.
4. Mallard 

d.___ Has long legs a long neck and catches fish. 
5. Crow

e.___ Most famous bird that flies over camp, 3’ body length, 6’ wingspan. 
J. Animals I
1. Deer

a.___ Gray/brown, 1’ long nests on ground or in dens, eats plant life. 
2. Bear

b.___ Black with white stripes, 15” long, known for its potent smell. 
3. Skunk

c.___ Nests in trees, eats nuts and seeds, 10” long.
4. Gray squirrel
d.___ Brown/tan, white tail, eats leaves, grass, buds, 6’ long, 3’ high. 
5. Rabbit

e.___ Brown 2’ long, 1’ flat tail, cuts trees, eats bark, builds houses & dams.
6. Beaver

f.___ Black, 4’ long, 3’ high, lives in den in the winter, eats grubs & berries.
K. Animals II 

1. Woodchuck
a.___ Gray fur, 2’ long, black “mask” face, striped tail, eat plants and meat. 
2. Raccoon 
b.___ Gray fur, rat-like tail, may play dead when afraid, 2’ long. 
3. Opossum 
c.___ Body 1’ long, rat-like tail, eats water plants, lives by water in den. 
4. Fox

d.___ Back, sides red/black fur, stripe on sides, 6” long, eats seeds & nuts. 
5. Chipmunk
e.___ Beautiful red/orange or gray fur, long tail, 3’ long, some live in dens.
6. Muskrat

f.___ Lives in the tunnels it digs, 15’ long, eats plants, called groundhog.
